CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Entrants are required to design and enter a garment
of their own choice in the fabric/fibre suitable to
the section.

Garments must be new and made within the past
twelve months and NOT have been shown at
any other competition. Garments must not
have been worn to any function i.e. School balls,
parties etc.

There are no design restrictions. Designer may not
necessarily be the maker of the garment.

Garments made under licence or commercial label
in New Zealand are not eligible. Organisers reserve
the right to accept or reject any entry under

this clause.

Entry is open to all ages. (You do not have to be a
design student).

To be eligible for The Young Designer Award,
you must be under 21| years of age on the
30th June, 2010.

All entries must be labeled with entrants name
sewn onto garment.Accessories must also be

named.All labels must not be visible when modelled.

Garments must be basic sizes: 10,12 or 14.
Average height: 5°7” to 5°9”.
Male size: 102-108 chest.Waist 81-86cm.

Garments will be modelled by models selected by
the organisers.

Once garments are in the hands of the organisers,
they cannot be uplifted until released by
the organisers.
